Instant Pot Duo Plus 60 6-quart for $56 ($74 off): Prime Day is the perfect time to pick up an Instant Pot at a deep discount. If you've been unsure in the past, this is a great place to start. For some recipe ideas, try this cookbook (book review here).
Instant Pot Sous Vide Circulator for $55 ($25 off): No this one isn't actually an Instant Pot, but rather a sous vide immersion circulator that can turn just about any pot of water into a state-of-the-art precision-boiling-machine.
Dyson Ball Animal 2 Vacuum Cleaner for $350 ($150 off): Sometimes you just need a good old-fashioned vacuum cleaner—something big, bold, and powerful enough to contend with the carpet of fur dogs and cats leave in their wake.
iRobot Roomba 690 Robot Vacuum for $229 ($146 off): The Roomba is the robot vacuum that started it all, and at this price it's a steal.
Ring Video Doorbell + Echo Dot 3rd Gen. for $70 ($80 off): This Ring Video Doorbell bundle can help you secure your home, and comes with an Echo Dot.
Echo Show 5 for $50 ($30 off): It's the Echo Show! Just smaller and more adorable. And it has a physical shutter that covers the front-facing camera. Be sure to read WIRED's Echo Show 5 review for more details.
Amazon Echo + Amazon Smart Plug for $55 ($74 off): The Echo Dot's larger sibling, the Amazon Echo features fairly good sound in a relatively small package. It's still one of our favorite smart home hubs.
Echo Dot + Amazon Smart Plug for $27 ($48 off): If you mostly listen to NPR or have a smaller space, the much smaller Echo Dot is a great choice. This one includes an Amazon Smart Plug for automating your home.
Ring Alarm 14 Piece Kit + Echo Dot for $199 ($130 off): This Ring Alarm kit includes the base station, two keypads, eight contact sensors, two motion detectors, a range extender, and an Amazon 
Echo Dot. If you don't need quite so many sensors and keypads, the cheaper eight-sensor and five-sensor kits are also on sale, and they both include a free Amazon Echo Dot.

Samsung Galaxy S10

Samsung Galaxy S10+ Unlocked for $700 ($300 off): The Samsung Galaxy S10+ is one of our highest-rated smartphones and this factory unlocked version works on any major carrier and is likely cheaper than you're likely to find it anywhere else. it's also available in ceramic white. The standard Galaxy S10 ($600, $300 off) is also on sale. It has most of the bells and whistles, and is a bit smaller.
Samsung Galaxy S10E for $550 ($200 off): The Galaxy S10E is notably smaller than its siblings. It also doesn't have an in-display fingerprint sensor or as many rear cameras. Learn more about the differences in S10 models here.
Google Pixel 3A XL for $479 ($100 Amazon Gift Card): The latest Google Pixel smartphone is currently our absolute favorite phone, and it's available this Prime Day, not at a discount, but with a $100 Amazon gift card. To us, this phone is already the best bargain around. If you're in the market for a new Pixel but don't want to wait for the upcoming Pixel 4 (which will be more expensive), this could be a good time to buy. It's also available in white.
Google Pixel 3 XL for $639 ($261 off): The standard, more powerful Pixel 3 is also on sale, though we think the 3A or 3A XL will do you fine.
Motorola Moto G7 for $200 ($100 off): The Moto G7 is the best affordable phone for $300 or less. Read our full review here.
Nokia 7.1 Android One phone for $249 ($100 off): The Nokia 7.1 is also one of the best cheap phones around. Its best quality is that it gets security and software updates directly from Google (which makes the Android operating system). They come fast and frequently, unlike most Android phones.
Apple iPad Pro 10.5-Inch—Wi-Fi, LTE, 256 GB—for $629 ($300 off): This 2017 iPad Pro isn't the most recent entry in the iPad Pro lineup, but it's still faster and nicer than the standard tablet listed below. It's quite capable, especially with this much storage and the option for LTE service.
Apple iPad Wi-Fi 128 GB for $299 ($130 off): The latest iPad might not have all the bells and whistles the Pro version does, but it's still a solid tablet and it comes in at a much more reasonable price. It's great to have 128 GB of storage for downloading movies and other files.
Apple Watch Series 3—GPS, Cellular, 38mm—for $229 ($150 off): The Apple Watch is still the premiere smart watch on the market and one of our favorites. At this price it's hard to beat. The GPS only version is also available in 42mm and Space Gray Aluminum.
Garmin Forerunner 35 GPS Watch for $90 ($80 off): For avid runners the Garmin Forerunner offers stellar route tracking and heart rate monitoring. Also available in White.

Sony 65-Inch 4K Ultra HD Smart TV for $849 ($396 off): Prime Day's the perfect time to pick up a 65-inch TV at a discount, unless you want to wait for Black Friday. Sony makes some of the best TVs. If this TV sells out, the TCL 6-Series ($529, $271 off) is also on sale and has very good picture quality.
Fire TV Stick 4K with Alexa Voice for $25 ($25 off): Amazon's Fire TV stick with support for Alexa will turn any HDTV or 4K TV into a smart TV with support for tons of streaming apps like Prime Video, Netflix, Hulu, YouTube, HBO, and more. It's one of the best TV streaming devices.
Kindle Paperwhite for $85 ($45 off): Forget TV. Sometimes the best home entertainment is a good book. The waterproof, high-res Kindle Paperwhite doesn't get this cheap often. $90 is usually as cheap as it gets. It's our favorite Kindle, though we also like the standard Kindle ($60, $30 off), which now has a light-up screen and is as cheap as we've seen an Amazon book reader with its capabilities.
Fire HD 10 for $100 ($50 off): The Fire HD 10 is a much more capable tablet than the 8. It’s faster, has more storage, and the 10-inch HD screen looks much nicer. Consider buying the standing case and getting the version without lockscreen ads.

Jabra Elite 65T Wire-free Earbuds for $120 ($50 off): These earbuds are some of the best on the market. If you have particularly small ears, you may want to check out the Samsung Galaxy Buds.
Jabra Move Wireless Headphones for $79 ($21 off): They're cheaper than their smaller counterparts, but comfy and stylish enough to make our best headphones under $100 list. Jabra's Move headphones work wirelessly or corded with the included 3.5mm headphone cable. Also available in navy blue.
Bose SoundLink Wireless Headphones 2 for $159 ($70 off): These wireless headphones don't have noise canceling, but they do sport crisp audio and 15 hours of battery life. If you want noise canceling, the BackBeat Pro 2 ($132, $67 off) and Sony WH-1000XM3 ($298, $50 off) are also on sale for Prime Day. They're both WIRED Recommended headphones.
Logitech MX 2.0 Bluetooth PC Speakers for $50 ($50 off): We've used these quite a bit as PC speakers. They're capable of filling a room with rich, robust sound, and they work with desktops, laptops, and mobile devices.
Jabra Elite Wireless Noise-Canceling Headphones for $250 ($50 off): These are good for silencing the distractions of a crowded coffee shop and at this price the're considerably cheaper than most noise canceling options.

Samsung Chromebook 3 for $180 ($100 off): It's not going to be handling any heavy-duty workloads, but for light web browsing and productivity tasks the Samsung Chromebook 3 is a good choice, and a bargain at this price.
Samsung Chromebook Plus V2 2-in-1 for $430 ($170 off): A bit more expensive than the other Chromebooks on this list, the Samsung Chromebook Plus pulls double-duty as a 2-in-1, converting into a decent tablet when you flip the screen around.
HP Envy 13-inch Laptop for $999 ($351 off): The Envy is a lovely luxury laptop that gives the MacBook Pro a run for its money. It's very light, too.
MSI GV62 15-inch Gaming Laptop with GeForce GTX 1050Ti GPU for $799 ($200 off): It's not the most powerful laptop on this list, but this price makes it tough to beat. Its GTX 1050Ti graphics card is capable enough to run most games pretty well at mid-high settings.
Razer Blade 15 with GeForce GTX 1060 Max-Q GPU for $1,100 ($500 off): The self-proclaimed smallest 15-inch gaming laptop on the market, the Razer 15 is a great gaming machine packed into a sleek and stylish chassis. At this price it's less than you'd spend on a decent non-gaming laptop.

SteelSeries Arctis 7 (2019 Edition) for $126 ($23 off): These are the younger siblings of our favorite SteelSeries headphones, and while they don't have as many "pro" features, they still sound great and they're a bargain at this price. We only recommend them for PC. Oddly, on PS4 the mic tends to sound very quiet. Also available in white.
Logitech G602 Wireless Gaming Mouse for $25 ($55 off): The G602 wireless gaming mouse boasts high battery life, high accuracy, and virtually lag-free performance while gaming.
Razer DeathAdder Elite Gaming Mouse for $35 ($35 off): One of Razer's finest wired gaming mice, the DeathAdder Elite features seven programmable buttons, rubber side grips, and RGB lighting that syncs with other Razer products.
HyperX Mechanical Gaming Keyboard for $80 ($30 off): If you've been curious in the past, now's the time to grab a mechanical keyboard for your gaming PC. They are always expensive but thanks to Prime Day we're seeing a few come way down in price. This is HyperX's Alloy FPS model.
Razer Huntsman Gaming Keyboard for $100 ($50 off): Razer's top-of-the-line gaming keyboard is a worthy addition to any battlestation, and at this price it's tough to resist.
